Dental health week was in August and as greyhounds are more predisposed to dental disease, the 
GAP Canine Health Officers recommend theses top tips for maintaining your greyhound's dental 
health and to keep them smiling.

1. Brush your dog’s teeth 2-3 times a week using dog specific toothbrush and toothpaste. 
2. See your local veterinarian at least twice a year for a dental check. 
3. Give your dog dental toys and snacks to help brush the surfaces of their teeth and reduce
